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INSTALLATION OF ANTI-SHOCK FLOORING
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In the case of installation of anti-shock flooring on concrete platforms, we recommend constructing the platform with a slight slope towards the outside to avoid future water stagnation. 
To ensure good glue adhesion to the platform, the latter must be properly cleaned and achieved a certain degree of sealing.
When flooring is to be installed on gravel, we recommend ensuring that the substrate is sufficiently compacted and draining. 
In addition, we suggest putting non-woven fabric between the substrate and the flooring to prevent the formation of plant material between anti-shock plates. 
To block the perimeter plates installed on gravel, we recommend placing a rubber frame of the same material as the plates. If instead non-soft material is used (like for example impregnated wooden boards or concrete ledge), these should be placed at least 0.5 cm lower with respect to the anti-shock plates.
The plates must be positioned so that they are staggered, and therefore one plate must be respectively connected to four plates. 4 connecting tubes are anticipated for each plate.
The overall dimensions of the 50x50 cm plates after installation are between about 4 mm more in the direction of the tubes and about 2 mm more in the other direction. Half-plates should also be placed on the perimeter of the area to be covered.
Fastening of the anti-shock plate to the underlying platform should be carried out by gluing the perimeter row using single component polyurethane glue, suitable for outdoor use, to be spread directly over the bed. If the area to be covered is large, we recommend putting glue also on some of the internal section.
The amount of glue necessary is about 0.3-0.5 kg/sqm.
We also recommended spreading the glue under those plates subjected to more stress, like for example near where the slide arrives, under the swing seats, where a ramp starts, etc.
